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One reusable pad is capable of absorbing similar amounts
to a regular pad. Wash after each use and hang dry.
Allow time to dry completely. Do not flush in toilet or throw
away after one use. Pad will reach it's full absorbency
potential after being washed a few times. Please use care
when unsnapping pad to wash so snaps don't tear. Wash
on delicate cycle or hand wash.
